Drop-off and Collection

At the end of each session, I will dismiss children individually, when I see their parent. Initially, this may take a little time, however once I learn all of your faces, I will get quicker! 
Please let me know if another family member or friend is picking your child up that day. If you have any concerns over how your child is settling, please do not hesitate to contact me. 

Snacks and drinks
For snack time, we provide fruits and milk / water every day. This normally takes place at 9: 30 am, and this is for our morning children.  In the afternoon, snack time takes place at 2: 40pm. 
In order to maintain up to date records, please could you let me know of any allergies, medication or dietary requirements your child may have.



Clothing
Please could you place a set of spare clothes, shoes and socks in your child’s bag every day, as the children may have accidents. The children will be encouraged to change into their dry clothes with support from the staff. We would ask that all items of clothing, coats and jumpers are labelled clearly with your child’s name.

Our topic this half term is “Incredible me”. In this topic, the children will be learning about themselves and their characteristics. There will be many more fun activities for the children to do and we cannot wait to get started!
